Kentucky is in its 45th season of with a 807-532 (.602) all-time record.
The Wildcats have had great success in Memorial Coliseum, sitting
at 444-156 (.740) overall in the historic building, including a 153-27
(.850) mark under head coach Matthew Mitchell.

The Wildcats have started the 2018-19 season 9-0, which is its best
start since the 2015-16 team went 10-0. UK won its first two games
by at least 50 points marking the first time in program history UK
has won back-to-back games by 50 or more points.

Kentucky won the 2018 Paradise Jam Island Division with a 3-0
record and wins over then-No. 17 South Florida, (rv) UCLA and UNC.
UK has been impressive from long range to start the season, av-
eraging 8.4 3-pointers per game. If that average holds throughout
the season, UK will hit over 252 3-pointers this season which would
break the school record for most in a single season in school history.
Kentucky has forced 242 turnovers this season averaging 26.9
turnovers forced per game and have scored 268 points off those
miscues. The Cats +13.8 turnover margin is first in the nation. UK
also ranks third in the nation and first in the SEC with 126 steals.
Three Wildcats are averaging 14 points or more per game this
season paced by freshman Rhyne Howard at 18.2 points per game
and a team-best 6.9 rebounds per game. Senior guards Maci Morris
and Taylor Murray have been impressive, averaging 17.4 and 14.8
points per game, respectively. Morris has hit 27 3s while Murray has
39 assists and 33 steals.

In 45 years, Kentucky has 89 wins over ranked opponents, including
48 of those wins coming under Mitchell.

Matthew Mitchell became the all-time winningest head coach in
Kentucky women'’s basketball history in March of 2013 and now has
258 career wins at UK. The win vs. Florida last season was Mitch-
ell’s 250th at Kentucky. Including the storied history of the UK MBB
program, he is the fifth Kentucky Basketball head coach to win 250
games with the Wildcats joining Adolph Rupp, Joe B Hall, Tubby
Smith and John Calipari.

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MURRAY, HOWARD SWEEP SEC WEEKLY HONORS

Taylor Murray was named the SEC Player of the Week while freshman guard Rhyne Howard
was tabbed the SEC Freshman of the Week on Nov. 27, completing a UK sweep of the league
office’s weekly honors for the first time since 2011.

Murray is the first UK player to earn player of the week honors since Evelyn Akhator in 2017.
This is Howard’s second time to win the freshman of the week honor in just three weeks.
Howard is the fifth player in program history to earn multiple freshman of the week honors
from the league office, joining Carly Ormerod, Victoria Dunlap, A’dia Mathies and Bria Goss.
The honors mark just the second time in program history that UK has swept the weekly hon-
ors from the league office. The only previous time it was accomplished was on Dec. 6, 2011
when Mathies was named player of the week and Goss was tabbed freshman of the week.

MURRAY NAMED NATIONAL PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Taylor Murray was named College Sports Madness’ National Player of the Week for her
strong performance in the 2018 Paradise Jam. The senior guard becomes the first UK player
to earn a national player of the week award since Evelyn Akhator in 2016. College Sports
Madness also named Murray its SEC Player of the Week.

BEST START SINCE 2015-16

Kentucky is off to a 9-0 start, which is its best start to a season since starting 10-0 in 2015-16.
This is the fifth time that Kentucky has started a season 9-0 or better under Coach Mitchell.
Each of the previous four times the Wildcats have started 9-0 or better under Mitchell they
have advanced to the Sweet 16, including two Elite Eight appearances.

DEFENSE POWERING CATS EARLY

The Kentucky defense has been fantastic to start the season. UK has allowed just 55.2 points
per game which ranks fifth best in the league. UK allowed just 176 total points in the first
four games of the season, which was its fewest since 1974-1975 (147).

Kentucky limited four straight opponents to 51 points or less for the first time in the
Matthew Mitchell Era to start the season. UK hasn’t accomplished the feat since limiting
seven straight opponents to 51 points or less during the 2006-07.

In 36 quarters of play this season, UK has limited its opponent to 10 points or less in 11
quarters and 12 points or less in 16 quarters. Meanwhile, UK has scored 20 points or more
in 19 quarters, including a season-best 29 in the third quarter vs. URI. UNC scored 25 points
against UK in the first quarter, which is the most UK has allowed in a quarter this season.

HOWARD LEADS UK PAST SOUTHERN WITH 29 POINTS, SEVEN 3S

Freshman Rhyne Howard scored a career high 29 points, including a school-record-tying
seven 3-pointers, as UK beat Southern 91-41 to move to 2-0 on the season.

Howard is the first freshman in program history to hit seven or more 3s in a game. Her effort
vs. SU marks the most points scored by a UK freshman since 2014.

For her efforts, Howard was named the SEC Freshman of the Week by the league office.

DEFENSE SHINES IN SEASON OPENING WIN VS. ALABAMA STATE

UK forced 42 turnovers - the fourth most in a game in program history - and scored 51 points
off those miscues to earn their 10th straight win in a season or home opener on Wednesday
against Alabama State.

UK had 23 steals in the game, which is the sixth most steals in a game in program history. It
was the first time Kentucky had recorded 20 or more steals since 24 vs. Georgia Southern on
Nov. 13, 2013.

ROOKIES HAVE HISTORIC DEBUT

Both of Kentucky’s freshmen scored 13 or more points in their varsity debut against Alabama
State, which is the first time in program history that has happened.

Freshman guard Rhyne Howard scored 15 points, adding six rebounds, three assists, three
blocks and two steals. Howard’s 15 points were the fifth most in a player’s UK varsity debut.
Freshman guard Blair Green had 13 points in the game, going 5-of-10 from the field and 1-of-
3 from long range. Green’s 13 points tied the seventh most in a UK player’s varsity debut.

RECORD MARGIN OF VICTORY FOR KENTUCKY

The Wildcats won each of their first two games to start the season by 50+ points. It was the
first time in program history UK has won consecutive games by 50 or more points. UK defeat-
ed Alabama State 87-35 and Southern 91-41.

e “Itis such a benefit to have these three games, especially with one of them being against
really tough competition where the team could identify what we need to do to be a really
special team,” Mitchell said. “We are not necessarily going to out talent people and roll the
ball out. We are really going to have to become a great team and | think we have the mak-
ings of that spending so much time together playing in some adverse conditions and being
able to actually have a few practices to get a head start on the season are all good things.
We are further along this time than we were a year ago.”

WILDCATS RETURN CORE FROM LAST SEASON

e Matthew Mitchell and Co. returned a majority of its team from last season, including its top
four scorers in Maci Morris, Taylor Murray, Dorie Harrison and Tatyana Wyatt. In all, UK
returned 10 of the 13 players that saw time last season, not including redshirt junior Ogechi
Anyagaligbo, who missed last season due to injury.

e In all, UK returned 81 percent of its scoring, 80 percent of its assists, 74 percent of its
rebounding, 75 percent of its 3-point shooting and 80 percent of its made field goals. Morris
and Murray lead the returners after Morris averaged 17.3 points last season while Murray
averaged 11.5 points.

e The Wildcats lost three players from last season due to graduation in Alyssa Rice,

Jessica Hardin and Makenzie Cann. Cann took a graduate transfer season at NAIA school
Southeastern University.

THE MAGIC “80”

e The Wildcats hold a remarkable 346-23 (.937) record since 1974 when scoring 80 points or
more. The last loss came at South Carolin on Feb. 26, 2017 when the Cats fell 95-87 in the
regular-season finale. UK is 100-5 (.952) under Mitchell when scoring 80 points or more.

UK IN OVERTIME

e UK is 30-26 all-time in overtime games, including a 11-3 mark under Matthew Mitchell, who
is 13-5in his 11-year career as a head coach in OT.

KENTUCKY ALL-TIME

e Kentucky is 807-532 (.602) in its 45th year of varsity women’s basketball, including 265-117
(.693) in 12 seasons under Matthew Mitchell. Win No. 750 came against Auburn on Jan. 17,
2016 in Memorial.

MITCHELL MOVES INTO ELITE SEC COMPANY

e Kentucky’s dominating 89-57 victory over Ole Miss on Jan. 26, 2017 was an historic one for
Kentucky head coach Matthew Mitchell. The win was his 97th all-time in SEC play as a head
coach, which ranked him 10th all-time on the SEC’s career wins list. UK’s win at Arkansas on
Feb. 16 was Mitchell’s 100th career SEC win.

e Since arriving in Lexington in 2007, Mitchell has led Kentucky to unprecedented success. On
top of leading UK to its first SEC Regular Season Championship in 30 years in 2012, Mitchell
has four SEC Tournament title game appearances, nine top-four finishes in the league and
has coached 18 all-conference performances, including four SEC Player of the Year honorees.

MITCHELL TURNS PROGRAM AROUND

e In 2009-10, Coach Mitchell implemented the “40 minutes of dread” style of play. Although
UK doesn’t play that style as much anymore, it started Kentucky on an impressive run of suc-
cess over the last 10 seasons.

e Recorded an impressive 232-85 overall record, including a 140-23 mark at home.
e Eight 20-win seasons, averaging 24.7 wins over the last nine years.
e Advanced to a school-record eight straight NCAA Tournaments (2010-2017), including
three Elite Eight trips during that span with 15 NCAA Tournament wins.
e Eight top-four SEC finishes, including winning the SEC regular season title in 2012, its first
in 30 years.
e Advanced to the SEC Tournament championship game four times
Four SEC Player of the Year Award Winners
Two SEC Freshman of the Year Winners



20+ WIN SEASONS UNDER MITCHELL

The Wildcats have won 20 or more games 18 times in 44 years of varsity
basketball, including a school-record eight in a row from 2010-2017.

It’s important to note that UK had just 10 20-win seasons in its first 33
years of varsity women’s basketball, but has eight in 10 seasons of the
Matthew Mitchell era.

DUNLAP ENSHRINED IN HALL OF FAME CLASS OF 2018

Victoria Dunlap was enshrined in the UK Athletics Hall of Fame in
September of 2018 becoming the first Matthew Mitchell coached play-
er to be inducted into the prestigious hall of fame. Below is a recap of
Dunlap’s incredible career at Kentucky.

First-team All-America as a junior and third-team All-America as a senior
... Two-time SEC Player of the Year ... SEC Defensive Player of the Year ...
Two-year WBCA All-Region ... First-team All-SEC as a junior and senior,
second team as a sophomore ...

First UK player
with more than 100 assists, 100 blocks and 300 steals in her career and
just the second player with more than 1,000 points and 1,000 rebounds
in a career ... Played two seasons in the WNBA.

THE KENTUCKY WBB COACHING STAFF HAS ...

Combined the Kentucky women'’s basketball staff has compiled over 80
years of experience at the Division | level, including coaching or playing
in a combined 38 NCAA Tournaments with eight Final Fours, four nation-
al championships and a WNBA Championship. Elzy and Butts are in their
second stint in Lexington after serving on Mitchell’s staffs before. Butts
was an associate head coach on Mitchell’s first staff at Kentucky before
Elzy joined the staff for four successful seasons. Amber Smith is in her
first year as an assistant coach but has been a part of the Kentucky
program for nearly a decade. Dunn, who is a Women’s Basketball Hall
of Famer, has over 40 years of coaching experience, including three
decades in the collegiate ranks. Dunn is now the special assistant to the
head coach after serving as an assistant coach the last two seasons.

RECAPPING THE 2017-18 SEASON

Kentucky did not have the success it was hoping for in 2017-18 as the
Wildcats hit a midseason lull that included an eight-game losing skid. UK
responded by winning six league games and was playing better as the
season concluded.

Overall, UK went 15-17, 6-10 in the league and missed postseason play
for the first time in Coach Mitchell’s tenure.

CATS SHINE IN THE CLASSROOM

Matthew Mitchell has put an emphasis on academics since arriving on
campus as the Wildcats have had a 3.0 team GPA or better each of the
last 10 semesters. In the fall of 2016, the Wildcats posted a 3.517 team
GPA, which was the highest GPA for a semester in the Mitchell era.

UK followed that with a 3.464 team GPA in the spring with four play-
ers earning 4.0s. UK earned a 3.3 team GPA in the fall of 2017. Under
Mitchell, 38 Wildcats have been tabbed to the SEC Academic Honor Roll
and 100 percent of Mitchell’s players have received their degrees.

9 STRAIGHT YEARS TOP 15 IN ATTENDANCE

Big Blue Nation continues to show its massive support for Kentucky
WBB as UK ranked 15th in average attendance during the 2017-18
season with 5,187 fans per game, marking the ninth straight year the
Wildcats have ranked in the top 15 in average attendance nationally.
UK has ranked top 25 in average attendance for 15 straight seasons.
Overall in 16 homes games — including three inside Rupp Arena —
Kentucky amassed a total attendance of 82,984, which ranked top-20
nationally in total home attendance for 2017-18. Kentucky did not
amass 100,000 for the seventh straight year, but played four fewer
home games in 2017-18 than previous years.

Kentucky’s attendance numbers have reached impressive heights the
last decade as the Wildcats have averaged 5,000 or more fans every
year since 2009-10, while seven of the eight most-attended home
games in program history have all come the past few years under
head coach Matthew Mitchell.

The Wildcats drew big crowds all across the country, not just in
Lexington, as a total of 147,477 fans saw Kentucky play during the
2017-18 season, which ranked 11th nationally.

A WINNING INSTITUTION

Both the Kentucky men’s and women’s basketball team have been
national contenders the past few years with great success on the court.
UK has tallied a 514-149 combined record between its two programs
since 2009-10. That record includes a 297-31 mark in Lexington. UK was
one of three schools to have both men’s and women’s programs as a
top four seed in the 2016 NCAA Tournament.

MITCHELLS DONATE $1 MILLION TO UK ATHLETICS

In June of 2014, Coach Matthew Mitchell and his wife, Jenna, pledged
$1 million over the next 10 years to the University of Kentucky Athletics
Department. The donation will provide UK Athletics $100,000 per

year over the next 10 years to be used for a variety of capital projects,
including updates and renovations for football. The donation is the larg-
est ever given by a UK athletics employee to the athletics department.
Matthew and Jenna have been very active in the Lexington commu-
nity since arriving in Lexington. In October 2016, Matthew and Jenna
were presented the Community Service Award by the Urban League of
Lexington.

Under his leadership, 38 different players have been named to the SEC Academic Honor Roll, seven have
been All-SEC Freshmen honorees, three were named All-Americans, including just the second State Farm/
WBCA All-American in school history in Victoria Dunlap and one player (Chelsea Chowning) was named an
Academic All-American, the first in school history.

Five WNBA draft picks, including three in the first round - Dunlap was UK’s first WNBA first round draft
pick when she was chosen as the 11th overall pick in the 2011 WNBA Draft and A’dia Mathies was select-
ed 10th overall by the Los Angeles Sparks in the 2013 draft. Last year, Evelyn Akhator became UK'’s high-
est ever pick when she went third overall to the Dallas Wings before Makayla Epps went 33rd overall to
Chicago.
